1. We pray the Nicene Creed at almost every Mass. That’s because it is very
important to us as Christians. It is a “confirmation” of sorts. So what are we
confirming when we stand and say this prayer? (see p.328 & 361 for reference)

2. There would be no Christianity without the Resurrection. When does the Church

celebrate Jesus’ Resurrection and why is it so important to our faith? (check index
in book)






3. Each major religion has “Sacred Scripture”. What do we call our Sacred
Scripture and how is it divided? What message does God reveal to us?
(refer to the last six+ years of Religious Education!)

4. As Christians, the Gospel calls us to “Faith in Action”. What does this mean and
how can we do this?(this term is referenced at the end of each unit in your book)



5. The Beatitudes are at the very core of Jesus’ teaching. What do the Beatitudes have to
do with us and what do they challenge us to do?(see p. 130-32 and p. 349)

6. “Church” is another word for the “People of God”. Through Baptism we become
members of this community obligating us to follow the “Precepts of the Church”.

Why does the Church have these rules/guidelines and what do they have to do with
“Church”? (the Precepts are on p. 322 in your book)
